CREWS WILL NOT BE WORKING THURSDAY, NOV. 23 THROUGH SUNDAY, NOV. 26 FOR THE
THANKSGIVING HOLIDAY.
NOTE: All work is scheduled weather permitting and is subject to change without notice. Work hours for this
part of the project will be 7 a.m.-6 p.m. Mon.-Fri. and 8 a.m.-3 p.m. Sat., but are subject to change if needed.

Campbell Road West of Trellis Drive
RMCI has completed the replacement of the existing sanitary sewer line west of Trellis to the end of Campbell Road

Crews will continue installation of the 60” pipeline on the north side of Campbell Road. At least one lane of traffic will
be maintained in each direction west of Trellis or RMCI will have flaggers on-site, during working hours, to direct traffic
in one direction at a time. Residents should expect delays. NOTE: Crews will notify residents in advance to

coordinate access when the pipelines are installed across their driveways.

Campbell Road between Rio Grande Boulevard and Trellis Drive
RMCI will continue the replacement of the existing sanitary sewer line between Rio Grande and Trellis on the south

side of the road. They will continue the installation of the 60" pipeline on the north side of the road. During working
and non-working hours, one lane of traffic will be maintained for eastbound traffic only. Westbound traffic will be
detoured north on Rio Grande, west on Candelaria, and south on Trellis. Residents should expect delays. NOTE:
Crews will notify residents in advance to coordinate access when the pipelines are installed across their

driveways.
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Landscaping on Campbell
West of Rio Grande Blvd. — There is a landscaping plan for replacing landscaping adjacent to the Rio Grande

Compound (west of Trellis, on the north side of Campbell Road only). This plan includes crusher fines over filter
fabric. Any other landscaping areas within the right-of-way of Campbell Road, if disturbed or removed, will be
replaced in like kind. A 6-foot wide path made of crusher fines will also be added on the north side of Campbell Road

immediately behind the north curb line. After the pipeline is installed, the road will be restored and, lastly, the

landscaping and path will be completed.

East of Rio Grande Blvd. — RMCI has completed the installation of the pipeline and pavement. The only remaining
items are the installation of the trail made of crusher fines along the north side of the road and the restoration of
existing landscaping with like kind plants. Installation of two concrete sections providing access to the drains should

be completed either this week or next week.
