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WEST VALLEY PIPELINE
CAMPBELL ROAD CONSTRUCTION UPDATE - August 12-26, 2006

NOTE: All work is scheduled weather permitting and is subject to change without notice.
Work hours for this part of the project will generally be 7 a.m.-6 p.m. Monday through Friday and
8 a.m.-3 p.m. Saturday, but are subject to change if needed.

Campbell Road East of Rio Grande

RMCI will continue the installation of the 66” pipeline on the
north side of Campbell Road. During working hours, crews will
maintain two lanes of traffic or have flaggers on-site to direct
traffic in one direction at a time. Residents should expect
delays. During non-working hours, one lane of traffic will be
maintained in both directions on the south side of the road.
NOTE: Crews will notify residents on the north side of the
road in advance to coordinate access while the pipeline is
installed across their driveways.

Campbell Road Between Rio Grande Boulevard and Glenwood Road
The new 10” water line has been tied in and is currently
providing water to all residents between Rio Grande Blvd. and
Sheridan Road. RMCI will begin installation of the 66” pipeline
on the north side of Campbell Road sometime the week of Aug.
14. During working and non-working hours, one lane of
traffic will be maintained for eastbound traffic only.
Westbound traffic will be detoured north on Rio Grande, west on
Candelaria, and south on Glenwood. Flaggers will control
eastbound traffic along Campbell Road near the construction
zone as needed. Residents should expect delays. NOTE:
Crews will notify residents on the north side of the road in
advance to coordinate access while the pipeline is installed
across their driveways.

Campbell Road Between Glenwood Road and Trellis Drive
RMCI will continue installation of the 10” waterline along the
north side of Campbell Road to Trellis Drive (additional
surfacing along the north side of Campbell Road will be
removed). During working hours, crews will maintain two
lanes of traffic or have flaggers on-site to direct traffic in one
direction at a time. Residents should expect delays. During
non-working hours, one lane of traffic will be maintained in
both directions along the south side of the road. NOTE:
Water shutoffs will be required to tie in the new

waterline, transfer existing water services to the new
waterline, and disconnect the existing waterline. Affected residents will be notified in advance.
